It has been refurbished and extended by the practice 
Russian For Fish, which is led by Pereen d&rsquo;Avoine. 
A minimal palette of materials has been used so as not to 
detract from the views of the river. The deep, dark oak used 
for the floor and the joinery in the main spaces is 
complemented by pale marble in the kitchen and 
bathrooms, and warm polished plaster in the sunroom.

The apartment is one of three forming Tapestry Court, a 
converted Victorian public house off Mortlake High Street. 
The building was formerly the Queen&rsquo;s Head Hotel, 
built in 1885 on the site of John Dee&rsquo;s laboratory 
and adjacent to the site of the Mortlake Tapestry Works. It 
is a building of landscape merit and falls within a 
conservation area.

Mortlake station is a short walk from the property, and has 
regular services to London Waterloo. Barnes Village, with 
its shops and caf&eacute;s, is a short distance to the east, 
and Chiswick is just across the bridge to the north. The area 
is surrounded by vast areas of green space, including Barnes 
Common, Richmond Park and Kew Gardens.
